WHAT CAN WE DO TO HELP? 
Citrus Gleaning [All levels, plus family participation]
Each winter, hundreds of homeowners offer their bountiful citrus crops to the United Food Bank. They just need the hands to pick the fruit, so that UFB can get the fruit into the hands of those in the Valley without enough to eat. Troops can volunteer their services to UFB who will in turn locate a homeowner in your area. UFB provides the giant collection box and will come pick up the fruit when you are done. Your troop provides the citrus pickers, small ladders, and gloves to get the job done. Our troop likes to do this on Martin Luther King Jr. Day when parents and siblings can come help too.
Food sorters and Boxers [Cadettes/Seniors]
Older Scouts can volunteer to sort incoming food donations for distribution. They also need people to box up acquired food and distribute it to needy families. Younger Scouts can take tours of UFB, but are not permitted in the warehouse because of the forklift hazard.
Hunger Sunday [All levels]
Want to know what it feels like to not have enough food? Then have your troop stage a Hunger Sunday where you eat very little or no food. Talk about what it felt like at your next troop meeting and brainstorm ways your troop can help out. For example: Holding a food drive at your school, donating some of your cookie money to UFB, or helping out at UFB or a soup kitchen.
